Time Limited Framing Offer 
   Do you have any pictures or artwork you would 
like framed? Val Kellberg, who has been busy all 
summer as one of our art repairers/reframers for 
Art From the Attic would like to make the most of 
the frames and mattes she has accumulated from 
AFTA donations. She has generously offered her 
framing services to members in exchange for a 
donation to Grands ‘n’ More Winnipeg.   
She notes that the following are important 
considerations: 
•  She is an amateur, so recommends that if you 
have valuable art or are looking for gallery-style 
framing that you take your art to a professional. 
•  Framing is completely dependent upon available 
mattes and frames that are left over from AFTA, so 
she may not have the right size or colour of matte or 
frame for your particular request. 
•  The offer is good until September 30, 2019. Work 
on any requests will likely happen after September 
30 (after AFTA) but she needs your request before 
the end of the month to gather the needed frames 
and mattes before they get donated to Art Junction. 
The sooner you are able to get in contact, the better, 
in order to allow time to sift through items at 
storage.  
How to “order”: 
The first step is to take a picture of your art piece 
and send it, along with its dimensions and your 
phone number, to Val at vkellberg@mymts.net. The 
next step will be to arrange a rendezvous to collect 
the piece(s) if it looks like there is potential.  
If Val can accommodate your request and do the 
framing, payment is by donation to Grands ‘n’ More 
Winnipeg. You may want to keep in mind the price 
of frames, mattes and the time to pull it all together 
when deciding on your donation amount.
